We began serving breakfast during the first week of school in August.  For the first few days, participation was quite low because (we think) the word hadn't begun to spread.  Our participation rate now is much better.  There are about 100 students who buy breakfast on average.  As a reminder to parents, breakfast is served daily.  The cost is 75¢.  Children who are eligible for free and reduced-price lunches are also eligible for free and reduced-price breakfast.  A reduced-price breakfast is 30¢.  Applications for the subsidized meal program are available in the school.  In addition, please be aware that we will not serve breakfast after 8:55 am, so please have your child arrive to school in a timely manner if they would like to eat breakfast.
