Your Future ð Understanding the Problem 

In America, billions of dollars are spent each year to provide an education for children and youth, frequently stressing 

education as a goal in itself. Each June at graduation ceremonies, school officials routinely announce the percentage of 

students continuing their studies at postsecondary institutions. It was and is assumed that a good education will 

produce a positive and satisfying lifestyle. In general, this wisdom is still very valid. However, continued education 

without some vision of a future career goal may lead a student to years of aimless wandering through college 

programs, incurring extra expense and a delayed entry into the labor market. Students, families, and schools should 

be creating realistic career expectations based on achievement, personal choice, and future labor market demands. 

Consider these facts about the typical four-year college student in Pennsylvania. 

 

 Shown below is data indicating major changes in the job skill requirements of our economy during the period 1950-

2007 (Bureau of Labor Statistics).  

 

The percentage of professional occupation positions requiring a four-year degree has remained rather constant. Strong 

growth in the skilled area includes those positions requiring one to four years of post-secondary education. Currently 

the American skilled labor force has completed 1.6 years of schooling beyond high school. It appears safe to assume 

that future educational requirements for skilled workers will only increase with technological advances made by our 

society. For those individuals without skills or plans to acquire them, opportunities are decreasing and the outlook is 

gloomy. Unskilled opportunities are clearly moving to third world countries. 

1. 18% of all college freshman list ―undeclared‖ as their major. This is the most popular major in the 

United States. 

2. Nearly 40% of all college freshmen do not complete their first year. 

3. Less than 30% of all college freshmen earn a baccalaureate degree in four years. 

4. It takes six years for 50% of the students to earn a four-year degree. 

5.  One out of every two college graduates cannot find work in his or her field. 

6. One out of three cannot find college-level employment.

PRIDE FOR LIFE GRADUATION PROJECT 
The graduation project is a comprehensive, multidisciplinary program designed to help students prepare for life after 
graduation. Through active research, decision-making, goal setting and reflection, students will create a personal 
blueprint for the future. Students will be guided by counselors, advisors and teachers through the process of 
investigating various career fields and the related training necessary to achieve those careers. All graduating seniors 
must complete all items in their career portfolio, including their written Career Action Plan and Presentation to be 
considered a candidate for graduation. 
 

Proficiency/Remediation PROGRAM 
The requirement for graduation shall be the completion of work and studies representing the instructional program 
assignment for grades 9 - 12, (which are aligned to established academic standards), completing of the graduation 
project, and achievement of ―proficiency‖ on the Pennsylvania System of School Assessment (PSSA) or local 
assessment in reading, writing and mathematics. Therefore, Middletown students who do not score at the proficient 
level or above on the 11th grade PSSA Reading, Writing, Science, or Math test will be required to retake the PSSA 
section(s) during their senior year. The PSSA remediation program is assigned to students who achieved basic or below basic 
in any part of the 11th grade PSSA test or local designed assessment. In addition, underclassmen who achieve basic, below basic, 
or low proficient scores in the 8th grade PSSA test will be assigned to the remediation program, and most recent scores in the 4 
Sight tests will be used to update studentsõ programs. Computer software programs will be utilized to address students’ 
needs and provide guided practice. School personnel will monitor and tutor students in order to strengthen areas of 
concern. Students will exit from the program and be a candidate for graduation when they have reached a proficient 
level of achievement.

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ART 
 

ART  I 855 

Pathways: AC  ½ year, 0.5 credit  

Description: Art I emphasizes the development of fundamental art skills as well as expanding aesthetic perception and 
artistic knowledge. 

 

ART  II 856 

Pathways: AC  ½ year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: 83% in Art I or teacher recommendation 

Description: Art II expands on the general knowledge of art acquired in Art 1. Students will explore a variety of art media 
through two-and three-dimensional projects. Students will also develop the ability to make informed aesthetic judgments 
about art.  

 

ART  III 857 

Pathways: AC  1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 83% in Art II or teacher recommendation 

Description: Art III expands on student’s visual art knowledge. In order to express their ideas creatively, students will 
explore art history and refine their artistic skills. Students will use a wide variety of media and techniques in two-and three-
dimensional projects. Weekly sketchbook assignments are a required part of this class.  

 

ART  IV 865 

Pathways: AC  1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 83% in Art III or teacher recommendation 

Description: Art IV students will improvise and experiment with advanced techniques and develop more personal 
expression in art. Art history is used in conjunction with many of the lessons, giving the student knowledge of styles and 
artists. Sketchbook homework is a required portion of this course.  
Special Notations: Teacher Recommendation Required.  Artwork is required to be submitted at pre-assigned summer 
deadlines.  

 

ARTS AND CRAFTS                                                                                         866 

Pathways: AC  ½  year, 0.5 credit

ACCOUNTING 651 

Pathways: BFIT HS  1 year, 1 credit  

Description: Accounting I deals with an introduction to the basic principles and procedures of accounting. The accounting 
cycle is studied as it applies to service and merchandising businesses. Those students planning to enter the business world 
after high school or major in business in college will benefit from this course.  
Special Notations: Grade 10, 11, 12. 

 

ACCOUNTING  II 652 

Pathways: BFIT HS  1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Accounting I 

Description: This course is designed for junior and senior students who have successfully completed Accounting I. 
Emphasis is placed on departmentalized and corporate accounting. Students will be provided with both manual and 
computerized accounting procedures. This course will be beneficial to business students and students who plan to major in 
accounting in college.  
Special Notations: Grade 11, 12.  

 

COMPUTER APPLICATIONS  I 655 

Pathways: ALL  ½ year, 0.5 credit  

Description: In this one-semester course, students will gain basic computer knowledge and skills that will prepare them to 
use a computer efficiently. Students will develop keyboarding skills by touch using correct keying techniques. Application 
units include basic word processing, spreadsheets, and slide shows in which the students will create, edit, and format 
documents. This course will prepare students for Computer Applications II, which is the next recommended level of 
computer instruction at the high school.  
Special Notations: Required for all 9th grade students.  

 

COMPUTER APPLICATIONS  II 656 

Pathways: ALL  ½ year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Computer Applications I 

Description: In this course students will enhance their computer knowledge and skills previously learned in Computer 
Applications I. This course will prepare students for instruction of higher learning as well as for today’s workplace where 
being able to operate a computer efficiently is essential. Software applications include Word, Excel, Access, and PowerPoint, 
Publisher, and Web 2.0 applications.  
Special Notations: Recommended for all 10th grade students.  

 

ENTREPRENEURSHIP 605 

Pathways: ALL  ½ year, 0.5 credit  

Description: During this semester course students will have the opportunity to learn the necessary skills to own and operate 
their own business. Students will create a business plan that includes product research and development, planning, 
marketing strategies, and managing the financial records of a business.  As a class, students will develop a new company 
and operate their business from start-up to liquidation.  Students will enhance their communication skills, creativity, 
technology, leadership, and teamwork skills.  
Special Notations: 11th and 12th grade students only. 

 

MONEY MATTERS 612 

Pathways: ALL  ½ year, 0.5 credit  

Description:  This course is designed to help students learn and apply valuable life skills in money management, career 

planning, saving & investing, and credit management.  Financial success begins with good career planning, goal setting and 

an understanding of income sources and taxes.  Students will explore methods of getting more for their money and the 

basics of good financial planning, using the banking system, and getting started with saving and investing.

MULTIMEDIA DESIGN  I 658 

Pathways: BFIT AC HS  ½ year, 0.5 credit  

Description: During this semester course students will become more creative, organized, pay attention to details, improve 
communication skills and enhance their technology skills. As they learn the basics of the iWork software they will have the 
opportunity to create effective slide shows, books, calendars, web pages, cards, music, movies, and multimedia 
presentations. This course will prepare students for a career in publishing arts, marketing and sales, and 
graphic/multimedia design careers.  
Special Notations: Grade 10, 11, and 12.  

 

MULTIMEDIA DESIGN  II 659 

Pathways: BFIT AC HS  ½ year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Multimedia Design I 

Description: During this semester course students will enhance the skills developed in Multimedia Designs  
I. Students will have the opportunity to apply the iWork software previously learned in Multimedia Designs I to create 
projects related to real-life experiences. A focus is on enhancing the skills necessary to survive in careers related to 
multimedia. (Web Design, Game Designing, Art Director, Graphic Designer, Video Producer, Presentation Artist, Animator, 
Game Designer, Interactive Writer, Teacher and Media-related careers.)  
Special Notations: Grade 10, 11, and 12.  

 

INTERNSHIPS 601 

Pathways: All  1 year, 1 credit  

Description: This program is designed to serve as a motivation for 12th grade students to explore various careers within a 
career pathway.  Students will be given the opportunity to learn entry-level skills by participating in work-based career 
experiences. A student will attend school for four or more periods and spend the remaining part of the school day at a 
training site.  
Special Notations: 12th grade students only. See Resources on Page 71 for more information. 

 

TV PRODUCTION 613 

Pathways: BFIT AC HS  1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Multimedia Design I 

Description:  Students will participate in real-life news broadcasting experiences that utilize technology and broadcasting 
equipment to develop and deliver high school announcements, headlines and commercials for Middletown Area High 
School.  Students will strengthen their technology and communication skills as they engage in news broadcasting activities. 
Proper procedure of news delivery will be emphasized.  Students will also be given the opportunity to explore a variety of 
news broadcasting career options as they participate in activities that take place in producing the MAHS newscast.    
Special Notation:  Students must have teacher recommendation to be enrolled in the course. 

 

YEARBOOK 190 

Pathways: AC BFIT 1 year, 1 credit 
Prerequisites: Successful completion of an application 

and favorable teacher recommendations, attendance and  
discipline records 

Description: Students will create the school’s official yearbook, Reflections. This course includes activities such as sales, 
page layout and photojournalism.  
Special Notations: 10th, 11th and 12th grade students only. Students need to possess either strong verbal skills or 
above-average computer skills. Knowledge of Photoshop or use of a digital camera is extremely helpful.

RADIO COMMUNICATIONS  I 984 

Pathways: AC EIT  1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successfully pass a pretest 

Description: Using the facilities of WMSS 91.1 FM, this interdisciplinary course allows students to acquire the 
communication skills used in broadcasting and an understanding of the technology involved in this medium. Students 
prepare and read local public service announcements, receive and deliver broadcast cues and messages, and develop 
understanding of basic FCC rules and regulations. 

 

RADIO COMMUNICATIONS  II 985 

Pathways: AC EIT  1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successful completion of level I 

Description: Using the facilities of WMSS 91.1 FM, this interdisciplinary course allows students to continue developing their 
communication skills and understanding of the technology involved in this medium. Students develop a program format, 
play lists, produce and broadcast promotions and mentor a trainee. A major emphasis is placed on legal, engineering and 
programming aspects of broadcasting. 

 

RADIO COMMUNICATIONS  III 986 

Pathways: AC EIT  1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successful completion of level I & II 

Description: Using the facilities of WMSS 91.1 FM, this interdisciplinary course allows students to continue developing their 
communication skills and broadcasting technology knowledge. Staff members participate in remote broadcasts and 
produce live events such as Mid Penn sports. The major emphasis is on programming, music selection process, production 
and promotion. 

 

RADIO COMMUNICATIONS  IV 987 

Pathways: AC EIT  1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successful completion of levels I, II, & III 

Description: Using the facilities of WMSS 91.1 FM, this interdisciplinary course will allow radio communication students to 
complete the four level program. Students at this level supervise operating and maintenance logs, execute remote 
broadcasts independently, and fulfill a directorship of one of the WMSS departments such as music. Students work closely 
with adult station management to lead fund-raising efforts, train and direct student staff and in some cases are placed in 
internship positions at local radio stations. Students demonstrate all their acquired skills to promote and produce live 
remote broadcasts. 

 

BASIC HTML 464 

Pathways: BFIT AC ½ year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: 85% in a Geometry & 85% in Computer Application II 

Description: This is a course that offers the fundamentals of web design. The course will cover the basics of web page design 
and layout as well as a brief history of computers and the Internet. The first half of the class will be used to instruct the 
students in different layout and formatting techniques.  
Special Notations: 11th and 12th grade students.

ACADEMIC ENGLISH  I 110 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successfully pass a pretest 

Description: Academic English I introduces the student to the various genres of literature. The course enlarges the student’s 
vocabulary through the study of SAT word lists. The course emphasizes a review of grammar with the goal of improving 
basic writing skills. The writing process is emphasized in a variety of writing assignments. Students are required to read 
novels independently and complete culminating projects. Research skills are taught – citation of sources, note card format, 
outlines, parenthetical documentation, and plagiarism. 

 

ACADEMIC ENGLISH  II 120 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successful completion of level I 

Description: Academic English II reviews the various genres of literature and stresses mechanics and usage skills through 
weekly editing activities and formal units of study. The course expands the student’s vocabulary through the study of word 
lists and word recognition strategies. The writing process is emphasized in a variety of writing assignments. Research skills 
are reviewed and a culminating research paper is required. 

 

ACADEMIC ENGLISH  III 130 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successful completion of level I & II 

Description: Academic English III familiarizes the student with American literature through a chronological approach to the 
authors, works, and recognized periods of American literature. The course enlarges the student’s vocabulary through 
words from literature and stresses mechanics and usage skills through weekly editing exercises. The writing process is 
reinforced in a variety of writing assignments. Additionally, a research project is required.  
Special Notations: 11th grade students. 

 

ACADEMIC ENGLISH  IV 140 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successful completion of levels I, II, & III 

Description: Academic English IV familiarizes the student with British literature through a thematic approach. The course 
encourages sophistication in writing based on style and diction. The writing process is reinforced through a variety of 
writing assignments including literary analysis, creative writing, and a required research paper.

Since greater 
emphasis is placed on independent reading, study, and research, students are expected to assume greater responsibility for 
mastery of the course content. The course provides the student with experience in literary analysis. Student writing is more 
challenging in quality, variety, and volume.  
Special Notations: 12th grade students. Reading and writing assignments are required to be submitted at pre-assigned 
summer deadlines. 

 

AP LITERATURE AND COMPOSITION 145 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 85% in Honors English II or 90% in Academic English II 

Description: AP English Literature and Composition is an analytical course in which content is dictated by College Board 
and the Advanced Placement Program. The course includes literary analysis of poetry, short stories, novels and dramas 
while employing the techniques of various schools of criticism. The course is comparable to the freshman literature and 
composition courses offered at most colleges and requires extensive reading, research, and writing outside the classroom.  
Special Notations: 12th grade students. Reading and writing assignments are required to be submitted at pre-assigned 
summer deadlines. Students who do well on the Advanced Placement exam given in May usually earn college credit or 
advanced placement at a college or university. 

 

SPEECH 1 159 
Pathways:  ALL   ½ year, 0.5 credit                      
Description:  This is a required semester course providing the students with a variety of formal and informal speaking 
opportunities. The course is designed to prepare students for general speeches and the communication process by covering 
the methods and modes of public speaking.  The goal of the course is to help students achieve speaking proficiency, control 
stage fright and improve communication skills. 
Special Notations:  9th, 10th, and 11th grade students.  This is a required course and should be completed by the end of the 
junior year. 

 

ENGLISH ELECTIVES 
English electives may not count towards the English graduation credit requirements.  English electives 
may count as Pathway and Non- Pathway elective credits. 
 

ANALYZE/CRITIQUE GREAT FILM 168 
Pathways:  AC, BFIT                        ½ year, 0.5 credit                                                                    Prerequisite:  80% in previous English 

               or by permission from current teacher 
Description:  This elective is designed to examine film through a study of the tools and techniques of film making and its 
impact on individuals and society as well as the angle of the tools and techniques that help to drive the themes and even the 
genres.  Skills will be developed through critical viewing, discussion, writing, and application. Student learning will be 
accessed via written reviews and essays with the culminating creation of a short film.    
Special Notations:  10th, 11th, and 12th grade students only.  

 

DRAMATIC ARTS 169 
Pathways:  AC    ½ year, 0.5 credit                                                                     
 

Description:  This elective uses a combination of training that will be provided through improvisational and formal 
performance.  There will be an emphasis on learning to read using voice inflection, understanding stage directions, and other 
formatting unique to playwriting.  Students will be exposed to a basic understanding of directing and other areas of 
production, such as set design, props, and lighting.  
Special Notations:  All students.

Pathways:  AC, BFIT                        1 year, 1.0 credit                                                                     Prerequisite:  80% in previous English 

               or by permission from current teacher 
Description:  This elective will develop skills in the areas of basic reporting and news writing.  Students will rotate through 
news, sports, features, and opinion writing.  Students will also be exposed to the business end of running a paper, including 
advertising.  Students will produce an online school newspaper Raider Express.   
Special Notations:  10th, 11th, and 12th grade students only. 

 

CREATIVE WRITING: STORY WRITING 173 
Pathways:  AC    ½ year, 0.5 credit                                                                       Prerequisite:  80% in previous English 

               or by permission from current teacher 

Description:  This elective will develop the skills of creative story writing through reading and writing different types of short 
stories.  Students will be exposed to the various techniques and skills of the writer’s craft and  will work to develop their own 
style. 
Special Notations:  10th, 11th, and 12th grade students only. 

 
CREATIVE WRITING:  POETRY 153 
Pathways:  AC    ½ year, 0.5 credit                                                                       Prerequisite:  80% in previous English 

               or by permission from current teacher 

Description:  This elective will develop skills in creative poetry writing through reading and writing different types of poetry.  
Students will study various styles and structures of the genre.  Through the course students will be exposed to the techniques 
and skills of the writer’s craft, which will include, and will work to develop their own style. 
Special Notations:  10th, 11th, and 12th grade students only. 

 

SAT PREP:  VERBAL AND ESSAY 154 
Pathways:  ALL    ½ year, 0.5 credit                                                                     

 
Description:  This elective is designed to cover the verbal and essay skills applicable to achieving a top score on the SAT test 
and success with the ACT test.  The course will also facilitate a top score in the PSAT, a National Merit Qualifying Test that 
recommends students for scholarships.  Students will receive valuable test-taking strategies to help improve their overall 
score.   
Special Notations:  10th and 11th grade students only. 
 

GOTHIC/HORROR LITERATURE 155 
Pathways:  AC   ½ year, 0.5 credit                                                                       Prerequisite:  80% in previous English 

               or by permission from current teacher 
Description:  This elective is to provide an overview of the genre and allow students to understand the differences between 
Gothic and horror.  Careful readings, analysis, discussion, and writing would be used. Possible works included in this course:  
Frankenstein, Carrie, The Island of Dr. Moreau, and various short stories in the genre through an anthology.   
Special Notations:  10th, 11th, & 12th grade students only.  

 

MYTHOLOGY 170 
Pathways:  AC    ½ year, 0.5 credit                                                                       Prerequisite:  80% in previous English 

               or by permission from current teacher 

Description:  This elective is designed to teach the references and stories that go along with Greek, Roman, Norse, and 
Egyptian mythology as literature.   (We could also include Aztec/Mayan, Celtic, North American Indian, and Japanese as 
well as magical creatures such as dragons, griffins, and unicorns.) 
Special Notations:  10th, 11th, & 12th grade students only.

Description: Students will develop an understanding of the 5 components of fitness and their relationship to overall well-
being. Skill related fitness is addressed in connection to a wide variety of sports and fitness. Emphasis is placed on lifelong 
physical activities. Fitnessgram assessment will be completed.  
Special Notations: 9th grade students only. 

 

LIFETIME FITNESS  950 

Pathways: All ½ year, 0.25 credit  

Description: This course includes activities such as, but not limited to, aerobics, kickboxing, yoga, Pilates, body sculpting, 
fitness ball activities, circuit training, and plyometrics. Fitnessgram assessment and individual fitness plans will be 
completed. 

 

OFFICIATING 953 

Pathways: SH, HS ½ year, 0.25 credit  

Description: Through CLASSROOM INSTRUCTION and activity, students will have opportunity to gain officiating 
knowledge in the following sports: soccer, basketball, softball, baseball, volleyball, football and field hockey. PIAA 
Certification is an option if a student chooses to pursue.  
Special Notations: Fee waived by PIAA. 

 

RECREATIONAL MANAGEMENT 954 

Pathways: SH BFIT ½ year, 0.25 credit  

Description: This course is for students interested in recreational oriented careers. It focuses on event planning, budgeting 
and legal liabilities. Students will be involved in developing, planning and running a variety of events within the school 
district and the community. 

 

SPORTS AND GAMES 955 

Pathways: All ½ year, 0.25 credit  

Description: Students will practice skills and strategies in a variety of sport-related activities such as soccer, flag football, 
hockey, lacrosse and option pass.

Pathways: SH HS ½ year, 0.25 credit  

Description: Students will work through various styles and strategies of weight training, and learn theories and techniques 
for use of equipment.

HEALTH  AND HUMAN SEXUALITY 931 

Pathways: SH HS ½ year, 0.25 credit

and other drug related issues.   Various aspects of human sexuality such as growth and development, relationships, 
abstinence, contraception and sexually transmitted diseases will also be covered.  Special emphasis is placed on developing 
communication skills, goal setting strategies and decision-making skills. 
Special Notations: 9th grade students. 

 

CURRENT HEALTH  ISSUES 933 

Pathways: SH ½ year, 0.25 credit  

Description: Students will acquire knowledge and skills to become health-literate and develop wellness plans that will 
enable them to maintain wellness throughout their life. Topics such as nutrition, stress management, drug and alcohol 
issues, and emotional wellness will be explored. Fitnessgram Assessment will be completed for graduation requirement.  
Special Notations: 11th grade students. 

 

 

Health and Physical Education electives may not count towards the Health and Physical Education 
graduation credit requirements.  Health and Physical Education electives may count as Pathway and 
Non- Pathway elective credits. Any additional Physical Education credits must be a Health and Physical 
Education elective. 
 

HEALTH SCIENCE 937 

Pathways: SH ½ year, 0.5 credit  

Description: This course offers an introduction to medical assistant type skills. Instruction is in life-saving skills such as First 
Aid, child, infant and adult CPR, along with Automated External Defibrillator (AED) is also included. Testing and 
certification will be offered.  
Special Notations: 10th, 11th and 12th grade students only. 

 

ATHLETIC TRAINING 938 

Pathways: SH ½ year, 0.5 credit 
Prerequisites: Health Science and current  

CPR and First Aid certifications 

Description: This course focuses on sport related injuries and is for students interested in pursuing health related careers. 
Anatomy, nutrition, training, prevention strategies, taping and rehabilitation are a focus of this course.  
Special Notations: 10th, 11th and 12th grade students only.

Pathways: SH ½ year, 0.5 credit

level thinking skills that are necessary to the development of science literacy. This course will prepare students for 
advanced biological studies, nursing and other science and health based careers.  
Special Notations: 10th grade (teacher recommendation), 11th and 12th grade students. 

 

STRENGTH & CONDITIONING  II 936 

Pathways: SH HS ½ year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Strength & Conditioning Course I 

Description: Strategies for developing muscular strength and endurance will be further explored. Plyometrics, nutritional 
plans and sport specific workouts will be developed.  

 

STRENGTH & CONDITIONING  III 940 

Pathways: SH HS ½ year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Strength & Conditioning Course I 

Description: Strategies for developing muscular strength and endurance will be fully explored and developed so that an 
individual planning to study strength and conditioning at the college level will be possible. Plyometrics, nutritional plans 
and sport specific workouts will be developed.  
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INDUSTRIAL TECHNOLOGY 
 

 

COMPUTER AIDED DRAFTING AND DESIGN 1 790 

Pathways: AC EIT ½ year, 0.5 credit  

Description: CAD 1 is designed to introduce students to the field of drafting and design. A variety of drawing types will be 
completed using CAD software and other drafting tools and materials. Students will study and apply sketching techniques 
and drafting concepts to develop multi-view and pictorial drawings. Three dimensional modeling and design will be 
completed through the use of Solidworks software. Career choices in drafting and related fields will be explored. 
 

COMPUTER AIDED DRAFTING AND DESIGN  II 791 

Pathways: AC EIT ½  year, 0 .5 credit Prerequisites: 85% in CAD I 

Description:  CAD 2 builds on the basic drafting processes and skills acquired in CAD 1. Advanced multi-view and pictorial 
drawings will be completed. The students will explore and complete various other drawing types used by industry. 
Advanced 3-D modeling techniques will be explored using Solidworks software. 
 

GRAPHIC ARTS TECHNOLOGY 1 792 

Pathways: AC EIT ½ year, 0.5 credit  

Description:  Graphic Arts Technology is the study of the basic processes and procedures related to the printing industry. 
The primary goal of the course is to expose the students to the basic printing processes with an emphasis on Offset and 
Screen Printing. Related Adobe CS3 design program procedures are emphasized. The course will provide an opportunity 
for students to explore basic skills and procedures related to the production of printed materials. Relative career 
information will be presented as part of the course. 
 

GRAPHIC ARTS TECHNOLOGY II 793 

Pathways: AC EIT ½  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: 85% in GA 1  

Description:  Graphic Arts Technology 2 builds on the basic processes and procedures developed in Graphic Arts 1. The 
emphasis of the course is in Offset, Screen, and Inkjet printing with required projects in each printing process. Graphic 
design work using Adobe CS3 will further expand from Graphic Arts 1 and Photography class. This course provides the 
opportunity for students to become involved in production-oriented work representing ―on the job‖ experience. Having an 
85% in Digital Photography class is helpful but not a prerequisite to take this course. 
11th and 12th grade students 

 

ARCHITECTURAL DRAFTING 794 

Pathways: AC EIT ½  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: 85% in CAD 1  

Description:  Architectural Drafting includes the study and design of residential structures. Students will explore various 
types of home designs and construction methods. Chief Architect software will be used in the production of floor plans and 
other types of drawings required for the complete design of modern homes. Alternative housing styles will be explored 
through internet based research activities. Scale models of homes and wall sections will be constructed. 
10th-12th grade students 

 

DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY 798 

Pathways: AC EIT ½ year, 0.5 credit  

Description:  Digital Photography will introduce students to the aspects of photography using digital SLR and point and 
shoot cameras. The Dry Darkroom, Adobe Photoshop and Microsoft programs will be used to manipulate pictures and 
produce finished pictures for print, presentations and web applications. Student activities will include opportunities for 
exhibition of creativity and originality. Relative career information will be presented as part of the course. 
10th and 11th grade students 
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INDUSTRIAL TECHNOLOGY 
 
 

DESIGN AND FABRICATION 800 

Pathways:  EIT ½ year, 0.5 credit  

Description:  Design and Fabrication is a project based, technology centered course designed to teach the basics of computer 
design and material fabrication techniques. Solidworks software will be used in the design phase of the course. Students 
will complete individual and group project designs. CNC machining, routing, plasma cutting and laser engraving 
techniques will be used in the fabrication of the student designed projects. Traditional wood and metal equipment will be 
used to supplement the fabrication process. Various other technology fields will be incorporated into the project activities. 
 

DESIGN AND FABRICATION II 801 

Pathways: EIT ½  year, 0.5 credit 
Prerequisites: 85% in Design and Fabrication I and CAD I 

  
Description:  Design and Fabrication II is an engineering based, project centered course designed to teach advanced 
computer design and material fabrication techniques. 3D modeling and design will be incorporated using Solidworks 
software. Engineering concepts will be utilized in the design and fabrication of individual and group technology centered 
projects.  CNC machining, routing, plasma cutting and laser engraving will be used in the fabrication of projects. 
Traditional wood and metal equipment will be utilized to supplement the fabrication process. Transportation, power 
transmission and construction activities will be incorporated into the projects. 
 

COMPUTER PROGRAMMING AND GAME 
MAKING 

802 

Pathways:  AC EIT ½ year, 0.5 credit  

Description:  Computer Programming and Game Making uses a 3D programming environment named ―Alice‖ to   create 
animations for telling a story, playing an interactive game, or developing a video to share on the web. Alice allows students 
to immediately see how their animation programs run, enabling them to easily understand the relationship between the 
programming statements and the behavior of objects in their animation. Program activities will correspond to production 
oriented programming language such as Java and C++. This course will also use the program ―Game Maker‖. Game Maker 
allows students to develop computer games by using a drag-and-drop system, allowing users unfamiliar with traditional 
programming to intuitively create games by visually organizing icons on the screen.

Intermediate Algebra. 

5. Algebra Prep and Geometry Prep ð are  courses designed to run concurrently with Algebra and Geometry 

courses for students assigned by the administration as identified by the Guidance Office and/or Math 

Department using student data on past math performance. Students enrolled in òAlgebra Prepó or òGeometry 

Prepó can earn an elective half credit (not a math credit). The purpose is to add additional class time to 

remediate math skills and preview the math curriculum in their Algebra or Geometry class.

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MATHEMATICS 
 

ALGEBRA  I 412 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 85% in Pre-Algebra 

Description: Algebra I involves working with real numbers; solving and graphing equations, inequalities, and systems; 
manipulating polynomials and matrices; and simplifying radicals. There is a strong emphasis on problem solving, 
reasoning skills, and algebraic applications.  
Special Notations: Students who sign-up for Algebra I must have a good foundation in the arithmetic of positive and 
negative rational numbers (fractions and decimals). It is necessary that Algebra I students can add, subtract, multiply, 
and divide numbers without aid of calculators. 

 

ALGEBRA  Ia 415 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Less than 85% in Pre-Algebra 

Description: Algebra Ia is the first semester of a traditional Algebra I course. It begins with a thorough review of positive 
and negative rational fractions and decimals.  
Special Notations: Students who pass this course will take Algebra Ib the following year. 

 

ALGEBRA  Ib 417 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Algebra Ia and Geometry 

Description: Algebra Ib is the second semester of a traditional Algebra I course. It begins with a thorough review solving 
linear equations and inequalities.  
Special Notations: Students who pass this course may take Geometry the following year. 

 

ALGEBRA  II 420 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Geometry Theory and Structure and 85% in Algebra I 

Description: Algebra II builds on the concepts from Algebra I. Algebra II continues on working with linear equations while 
introducing students to other types of functions and equations. A strong emphasis on word problems is integrated 
throughout the course, as well as developing competence in the use of graphing calculators.  
Special Notations: A TI-83plus graphing calculator is used throughout the course and it is highly recommend that the 
student purchases his/her own. 

 

ACCELERATED ALGEBRA  II 421 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Accelerated Geometry 

Description: Accelerated Algebra II includes all topics included in Algebra II as well as the exploration of additional topics. 
A strong emphasis on word problems is integrated throughout the course, as well as developing competence in the use of 
graphing calculators.  
Special Notations: 10th grade students only. A TI-83 graphing calculator is used throughout the course and it is highly 
recommend that the student purchases his/her own. 

 

ACCELERATED GEOMETRY 431 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 85% in Algebra I in 8th Grade 

Description: Accelerated Geometry offers a comprehensive topic coverage and balanced treatment of different aspects of 
geometry: theory and application, informal and formal reasoning, symbolic and visual thinking, synthetic and coordinate 
methods. Students develop their deductive reasoning skills throughout the course by providing justifications and informal 
arguments as well as by writing formal two column proofs.  
Special Notations: 9th grade students only 
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MATHEMATICS 
 

ACCELERATED PRE-CALCULUS 440 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 85% in Accelerated Algebra II 

Description: Accelerated Pre-Calculus is a full-year combination of Pre-Calculus and Trigonometry course material. The 
course content will be more in depth and show more connections than the half-year course alternatives. This course will 
prepare students for college level mathematics, including AP Calculus AB.  
Special Notations: 11th grade students only. Students are required to purchase a TI-83plus or TI-84plus calculator for 
this course. 

 

AP CALCULUS  (AB) 445 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Pre-Calculus 

Description: AP Calculus (AB) provides students with an opportunity to study college-level mathematics while in high 
school. This is an Advanced Placement course and the College Board determines the content of the course. Visit 
www.collegeboard.com for more information. Students who do well on the Advanced Placement examination given in May 
may earn college credit or advanced placement at the college or university the student chooses to attend.  
Special Notations: Students are required to purchase a TI-83plus or TI-84plus calculator for this course. 

 

GEOMETRY 435 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Algebra I or Algebra Ib 

Description: The first half of the course is proof driven while the second half is more applied problems involving finding 
lengths, angle measurements, perimeter, area, and volumes. More emphasis is put on applying the theory to problems than 
proving the theory itself. 

 

GEOMETRY THEORY AND STRUCTURE 430 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 85% in Algebra I 

Description: Geometry Theory and Structure offers a comprehensive topic coverage and balanced treatment of different 
aspects of geometry: theory and application, informal and formal reasoning, symbolic and visual thinking, synthetic and 
coordinate methods. Students develop their deductive reasoning skills throughout the course by providing justifications 
and informal arguments as well as by writing formal two column proofs. 

 

INTERMEDIATE ALGEBRA 418 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Algebra I or Algebra Ib and a Geometry course 

Description: Intermediate Algebra offers a review of topics from Algebra I as well as an introduction to other topics that 
provide a background for further algebraic study. Intermediate Algebra is designed for those students who need 
reinforcement of topics covered in Algebra 1. 
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MATHEMATICS 
 

MATHEMATICAL PROGRAMMING 465 

Pathways: BFIT EIT ½ year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: 85% in Algebra II or 90% in Algebra IB 

Description: Mathematical Programming will use Visual Basic to solve mathematical problems through computer 
programming concepts.  
Special Notations: Enrollment is limited to 18 students per class. 

 

MATHEMATICAL SELECTED TOPICS 446 

Pathways: All ½ year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Algebra II 

Description: Mathematical Selected Topics is a class designed to investigate areas of mathematics not usually covered in a 
traditional mathematical course. The topics covered will be decided by the instructor of the class. 

 

PRE-CALCULUS 441 

Pathways: All ½ year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Geometry Structure and Theory and Algebra II 

Description: The content of the course includes advanced work with functions, inequalities, graphs, exponential functions, 
logarithms, and conic sections. Pre-Calculus will prepare students for college-level mathematics.  
Special Notations: Students are required to purchase a TI-83plus or TI-84plus calculator for this course. 

 

PROBABILITY AND STATISTICS 442 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Geometry Structure and Theory and Algebra II 

Description: Topics covered in the course will include analysis of data, data collection, counting techniques, probability of 
events, probability distributions of discrete and continuous random variables, confidence intervals, hypothesis testing, and 
modeling of data. The topics will be covered both in theory and in application with the aid of technology.  
Special Notations: Students are required to purchase a TI-83plus or TI-84plus calculator for this course. 

 

TRIGONOMETRY 443 

Pathways: All ½ year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Geometry Structure and Theory and Algebra II 

Description: The content of the course includes right triangle trigonometry, circular trigonometry, analytic trigonometry, 
and inverse trigonometry. The course will focus on real-world applications of trigonometric functions, as well as the 
relationships between graphical representations and numerical values of the trigonometric functions.  
Special Notations: Students are required to purchase a TI-83plus or TI-84plus calculator for this course. 
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MUSIC 
 

ADVANCED MUSIC THEORY 891 

Pathways: AC ½ year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Band or chorus membership or teacher recommendation 

Description: This course is designed for the student who has displayed an above average performance level and an interest 
in music and would like to broaden their knowledge of the fundamentals of music theory. 

 

BAND 901 

Pathways: AC HS 1 year, 1 credit  

Description: The Band is a select organization open to instrumental students in grades 9 through 12 who meet the 
performance requirements and instrumentation needs of the ensemble. Members are expected to be involved in all areas of 
the band’s performances including all marching and concert appearances. Credit is earned for satisfactory completion of 
this course. Members of the band are also eligible for advanced organizations such as: Jazz Band; Chamber Ensembles; 
County Band and Orchestra; District Band, Jazz Band, and Orchestra; Regional Band and Orchestra; State Band, Jazz Band, 
Orchestra, and Wind Ensemble; and All-East, Jazz Band, Orchestra, and Wind Ensemble.  
Special Notations: Band Members are expected to attend one band lesson per cycle. 

 

MIXED CHORUS 907 

Pathways: AC HS 1 year, 1 credit  

Description: Students are placed into ensembles based on the results of an informal listening and vocal balance desired. This 
Chorus will be a male/female chorus consisting of Soprano/Alto/Tenor/Bass voice parts.  Students are also placed in the 
ensemble which best suits their vocal level and where they will be most successful. Credit is earned for satisfactory 
completion of this course, and regular attendance at rehearsals. Members are expected to be in attendance at the school and 
community concerts throughout the year. Members of the chorus are also eligible for advanced organizations such as 
County, District, Regional, All-State and National chorus. 

 

WOMENõS CHORALE 910 

Pathways: AC HS 1 year, 1 credit  

Description:  Students are placed into ensembles based on the results of an informal listening and vocal balance desired.  
The Women’s Chorale is a Soprano/Alto group.  Students are also placed in the ensemble which best suits their vocal level 
and where they will be most successful.  Credit is earned for satisfactory completion of this course and regular attendance 
at rehearsals.  Members are expected to be in attendance at the school and community concerts throughout the year.  
Members of the Chorale are also eligible for advanced organizations such as County, District, Regional, All-State and 
ACDA chorus. 

 

GUITAR  I 883 

Pathways: AC ½ year, 0.5 credit  

Description: Guitar I is designed as a beginning instruction course in guitar playing while realizing that all Middletown 
students have received an introduction to the guitar while at the middle school. This class will provide hands on 
opportunity to play the guitar. Acoustic guitars will mainly be used with some playing time on the electric guitar. Guest 
speakers will also provide input into the life of a guitar player. Students will begin by learning chords to accompany 
popular songs and will progress to learning how to pick notes in order to play melodies. Students will also have the 
opportunity to provide their own songs for the class to learn to play. 

 

GUITAR  II 895 

Pathways: AC ½ year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: 70% Guitar I 

Description: Guitar I can be bypassed through an audition with the teacher. The course will begin with a review of the 
chords and notes from Guitar I. The students will then move on to more difficult chords and more notes on the strings. 
Students will be taught to read tablature in this course. Students will work more at their own pace with individual help 
from the teacher when needed. This course will also include instruction on the mechanics of music (melody, rhythm, form) 
so that the student will be able to continue after school on his or her own. 
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MUSIC 
 

KEYBOARD  I 888 

Pathways: AC ½  year, 0.5 credit  

Description: Keyboard is designed as a beginning instruction course in keyboard playing while realizing that all 
Middletown students have received an introduction to the keyboard while in the middle school. The class will provide 
hands on opportunity to play the piano. Students will begin with general hand positions and finger placement. The student 
will proceed through Books I and II of a piano lesson book at their own pace. After each song is learned the student will 
play it for the teacher and then move onto the next song. Students will each be graded at their own playing level. 

 

KEYBOARD  II 896 

Pathways: AC ½  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: 70% Keyboard I or an audition to bypass Keyboard I 

Description: The course will begin with a review of piano techniques that are taught in Keyboard I. The students will then 
pick up in Book II where they left off and continue through Book III. Students will progress at their own pace with 
individual help from the teacher on each song. The students will also prepare at least one solo in this course to perform for 
their classmates. 

 

MUSIC TECHNOLOGY 893 

Pathways: AC EIT ½  year, 0.5 credit  

Description: This class is for any student interested in exploring the use of technology in music production. The students 
will have available for their use: electronic drum machines, sequencers, synthesizers, sound tone generators, workstations, 
digital sound modules, computers as well as some acoustic instruments. This class is designed to combine current 
technology of electronically produced music with computer applications to teach music arranging, composition and 
performance. The students will be instructed on the care, use of applications of the hardware and software available. The 
main focus will be individual projects utilizing the hardware and software to create music. A background in music is 
preferred, with the ability to play an instrument an advantage. Non-musicians are welcome to join the class, but will need 
to learn basic elements of music first.

FUTURES  I 600 

Pathways: All ½  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Required for Freshmen 

Description: Futures I is an introductory career development course designed to help students understand their interests, 
skills, and values and how to relate to their career exploration.  Students will be exposed to our five career pathways and 
opportunities in the world of work.  Information resulting from the class will help direct the student in selecting his/her 
pathway. 

 

FUTURES  II 250 

Pathways: All ½  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Required for Sophomores 

Description: Welcome to your future! Students will explore resources to determine their personality type and connect it to a 
post-secondary opportunity. This research will help students understand their career pathway in more detail and post-
secondary/transitional opportunities will become a focus. Students explore where to find jobs, how to complete job 
applications, how to prepare resumes and all the skills necessary to participate in a successful interview. The final 
component covers the soft skills enhancing the P.R.I.D.E. and character education programs within the school.  
Special Notation: Required for all 10th grade students.

ACADEMIC BIOLOGY 322 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisite: Algebra I 

Description: The purpose of this course is to familiarize the student with the biological sciences to give the student a feeling 
of belonging to, being an integral part of, and a prospective contributor to the living world. Emphasis is placed on the fact 
that the course is designed to give the student sufficient background for advanced study. The aims are to show the student 
that life and the processes of living organisms are not a mystery but a calculated science. Students will gain a general 
background in what they might expect in future study if laboratory exercises are used. 

 

CHEMISTRY 332 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisite: Biology and Algebra I 

Description: This is a lecture and lab course utilizing an online textbook designed to introduce students to the foundations 
of chemistry, as well as preparing them for introductory college chemistry or AP CHEMISTRY.  Units of Study include 
matter & energy, measurement, atomic structure & history, reactions & equations, the mole & stoichiometry, kinetics, 
inorganic & organic nomenclature, bonding & periodic trends, gas laws, chemical equations and reactions, the mole concept 
and stoichiometry, gas laws, and green chemistry. 

 

ACADEMIC EARTH AND SPACE SCIENCE 312 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit  

Description: The academic earth and space science course covers the following areas of study: Geology, Astronomy, 
Meteorology, Paleontology, Map Studies, and Oceanography. Course emphasis and materials are directed toward giving 
students an in-depth understanding of the subject matter in preparation for future academic applications. The duration and 
intensity of material being covered may be expected to vary from marking period to marking period in accordance with 
demands of time, space, and areas of the individual teacher’s expertise. 

 

 

ADVANCED BIOLOGY 345 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 85% Academic Chemistry 

Description: The purpose of this course is to increase the student’s knowledge and interest in the biological sciences. The 
course is laboratory based requiring reports with supporting research. Knowledge of biology, chemistry, physics, 
mathematics, and English are utilized and developed through various course activities. Students are given the opportunity 
to do research and activities in given areas of interest. The course includes offerings in a variety of biological studies 
including botany, dissection, microbiology, bacteriology, human physiology, animal behaviors, biochemistry, molecular 
biology, genetics, and ecology. Because of the self-paced nature of the class, self-motivation and accountability are essential 
to student success. 
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SCIENCE 
 

BIOLOGY 321 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit  

Description: General Biology attempts to give the student an understanding of human’s place in the scheme of nature. It 
deals with the interaction of all living things with other life and with the environment. It gives students an understanding of 
the diversity of life. The course also considers the ecological viewpoint. The student is involved in studying living 
organisms and how they are related to one another and to the total environment. Some of the course is based on laboratory 
investigations and experiments, which support the test material. 

 

EARTH AND SPACE SCIENCE 311 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit  

Description: The Earth and Space Science course covers the following areas of study: geology, astronomy, meteorology, 
paleontology, map studies and oceanography. Course emphasis and materials are directed toward giving students a greater 
appreciation of the subject area and a practical knowledge of the content of the science being covered.  
Special Notations: 9th grade students. 

 

AP CHEMISTRY 343 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit 
Prerequisites: : Successfully complete summer work,  

93% in Chemistry 

Description: This Advanced Placement course is a equivalent to an introductory college chemistry course and requires a 
significant investment of students’ time for extensive reading, writing laboratory reports, and completing assigned chapter 
problems.   Only those students with a high level of motivation and independence should enroll.  All students are required 
to take the AP examination in May at their own expense.  A strong performance on this exam may lead to college/ 
university credits. 

 

ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE 351 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit  

Description: This course is designed to be an introductory course in environmental science. It treats environmental science 
as an interdisciplinary study combining ideas from natural sciences, social sciences, and ethics to present an idea of how 
nature works and how things are interconnected. It examines how the environment is being used and abused, and what 
individuals can do to protect and improve it. Some areas of study include humans and nature and ecosystems. 

 

PHYSICS  I 340 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Chemistry, Algebra I 

Description: As an introductory physics course, this course emphasizes the application of physics and mathematics in the 
―real‖ world. The course includes frequent laboratory experiences while covering such topics as: uniform and accelerated 
motion, forces and Newton’s Laws, circular and projectile motion, as well as sound and optics. A strong background in 
algebra is recommended. 
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SCIENCE 
 

ACCELERATED PHYSICS  I 341 
Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Chemistry, Algebra I with a grade of 85% or better, 

Algebra II or concurrent enrollment in Algebra II 

Description: As an introductory physics course this course emphasizes the application of physics and mathematics in the 
―real‖ world. The course includes frequent laboratory experiences while covering such topics as uniform and accelerated 
motion, forces and Newton’s Laws, circular and projectile motion, as well as sound and optics.  
Special Notations: Accelerated Physics I moves at a faster pace, covers material in more depth, and utilizes higher level 
math skills than Physics I. 

 

PHYSICS  II 346 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Physics I 

Description: Designed as a senior course in physics, this course will review and extend some of the ideas found in 
Academic Physics I, as well as introduce topics not found in the first course. Similar to the first course, Academic Physics II 
will require a strong background in algebra and frequent laboratory work. Some of the topics to be covered include: energy, 
momentum, heat, electricity, and magnetism. 

 

SCIENCE ELECTIVES 
 

Science electives may not count towards the Science graduation credit requirements.  Science electives 

may count as Pathway and Non-Pathway elective credits. 

FIELD BIOLOGY 333 

Pathways: All ½  year,  0.5 credit Prerequisites:  Biology  

Description:  This is a hands-on course in field biology. Students will learn basic concepts about ecology, environmental 
science, and biology through outdoor activities and exploration of a variety of species.  Specimens will be gathered from 
campus for classification.  An electronic journal will be kept of photographs and notes. 

 

BOTANY 334 

Pathways: All ½  year,  0.5 credit Prerequisites:  Biology  

Description:  Introduction to botany (study of the plant kingdom), including classification, structure, anatomy, physiology 
and diversity.  Includes lab and field experiences.   
 

ZOOLOGY 335 

Pathways: All ½  year,  0.5 credit Prerequisites:  Biology  

Description:  This class examines the diversity of the animal kingdom, focusing on the major groups of invertebrates and 
vertebrates. We will study these animals in an evolutionary context, emphasizing ecology, life history, and anatomical 
structures.   
 

FORENSICS 336 

Pathways: All ½  year,  0.5 credit Prerequisites:  Biology  

Description:  This is a lecture and lab course utilizing an online textbook designed to introduce students to the scientific 
processes that may be encountered during a forensic investigation. The course involves the application of several scientific 
disciplines including biology, chemistry, physics, and psychology to events subject to criminal or civil litigation.

U.S. HISTORY  I 211 
Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit  

Description: The course uses a topical approach with emphasis on the political, social, and cultural development of 
America. The influence of institutions and individuals is considered in light of their impact on how people lived. Students 
are encouraged to investigate areas of special interest and to develop initiative and reasoning ability. The area of study 
begins with the Post-Civil War era and continues to World War II.  
Special Notations: 9th grade students. 

 

HONORS U.S. HISTORY  I 215 
Pathways: All 1  year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successfully complete summer work; 93% and Teacher 

Recommendation in BOTH Social Studies and English 

Description: Honors United States History I is an elected alternative to the required United States History I course that 
enriches the essential content and accelerates instruction. There will be an emphasis placed on writing and students are to 
assume a greater responsibility of course content. Students will be required to read a novel prior to the start of the course 
and write an in-depth analysis prior to the start of the course.  
Special Notations: 9th grade students only. Seating limitations will give preference to highest GPA. 

 

WORLD HISTORY 220 
Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit  

Description: World History includes the combined social studies disciplines of geography, history, economics, political 
science, anthropology, and sociology and their relationship to the emerging modern world. The objectives of this course are 
to develop a better understanding of how past events influence the world we live in today. The course begins with 
medieval times and moves through the present day. The course explores European, Asian, African, and Latin American 
civilizations.  
Special Notations: 10th grade students. 

 

HONORS WORLD HISTORY 225 
Pathways: All 1  year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successfully complete summer work; 90% Honors U.S. 

History I and Honors English I or 93% US History and English I and 
Teacher Recommendation in BOTH Social Studies and English 

Description: Honors World History is an elected alternative to the required World History course that enriches the essential 
content and accelerates instruction. The student will be required to read a novel and submit a 2-page summary of the book 
prior to the start of the course.  
Special Notations: 10th grade students only. Seating limitations will give preference to the highest GPA. 

 

U.S. HISTORY  II 231 
Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit  

Description: This course uses a chronological approach with emphasis on the political, social, and cultural development of 
modern America. The course illustrates how Americans encountered and solved foreign and domestic problems besetting 
the nation. The area of study begins with the World War II era and continues to the present day.  
Special Notations: 11th grade students. 
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SOCIAL STUDIES 
 

HONORS U.S. HISTORY  II 232 
Pathways: All 1  year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successfully complete summer work; 90% Honors U.S. 

History I and Honors English II or III or 93% U.S. History I and English 
II or III and Teacher Recommendation in BOTH Social Studies and 

English 

Description: Honors U.S. History II is an elected alternative to the required U.S. History II that enriches the essential content 
and accelerates instruction.  
Special Notations: 11th and students only. Seating limitations will give preference to the highest GPA. 

 

AP U.S. HISTORY 235 
Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successfully complete summer work, 93% in U.S.  

History I and World History, or 90% in Honors U.S. History and 
Honors World History 

Description: This Advanced Placement course is a college level U.S. History course and has extensive reading and daily 
assignments.  This semester long course focuses on interpreting documents, mastering a significant body of factual 
information, and writing critical essays. Topics include life and thought in colonial America, revolutionary ideology, 
constitutional development, Jeffersonian and Jacksonian democracy, nineteenth-century reform movements, and Manifest 
Destiny. Other topics include the Civil War and Reconstruction, immigration, industrialism, Populism, Progressivism, 
World War I, the Jazz Age, the Great Depression, the New Deal, World War II, the Cold War, the post-Cold War era, and 
the United States at the beginning of the twenty-first century.  All students are required to take the AP examination in May 
at their own expense.  A strong performance on this exam may lead to college / university credits. 
Special Notations: 11th grade students 
 

ECONOMICS 241 
Pathways: All ½  year, 0.5 credit  

Description: Economics deals with understanding the financing of local, State, and Federal governments. Problems 
facing the consumer, the laborer, the investor, and management are thoroughly discussed. The American competitive 
system is studied and compared with other economic systems of the world. All types of taxes are studied. Every student 
learns to do the basic forms of the Federal Income Tax Bureau. Areas of interest in savings, investing, banking and 
insurance are presented.  
Special Notations: 12th grade students only. 

 

GOVERNMENT 242 
Pathways: All ½  year, 0.5 credit  

Description: This course in government studies the organization and function of the federal government. Students are 
stimulated to develop an interest in all complex problems facing our government. The practical side of politics and 
political issues are presented. Comparisons are made to different types of world government. Students are encouraged to 
register to vote and are supplied with registration forms.  
Special Notations: 12th grade students only. 

 

HONORS ECONOMICS  246 
Pathways: All 1/2  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Successfully complete summer work; 93% in 

 Social Studies or 90% in Honors Social Studies  
and Teacher Recommendation in BOTH Social Studies  

and English 

Description:  Honors Economics is an elected alternative to the required Economics course that enriches the essential 
content and accelerates instruction.  There will be an emphasis on writing and students are to assume a greater 
responsibility of course content.  Students will be required to read a novel, The Jungle, by Upton Sinclair prior to the first 
day of class and complete a corresponding packet prior to the start of the course. 
Special Notations: 12th grade students only.  Seating limitations will give preference to the highest GPA. 
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SOCIAL STUDIES 
 
 

HONORS GOVERNMENT 247 
Pathways: All 1/2  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Successfully complete summer work; 93% in 

 Social Studies or 90% in Honors Social Studies  
and Teacher Recommendation in BOTH Social Studies  

and English 
Description:  Honors Government is an elected alternative to the required Government course that enriches the essential 
content and accelerates instruction.  There will be an emphasis on writing and students are to assume a greater 
responsibility of course content.  Students will be required to read a novel, Founding Brothers, by Joseph J. Ellis prior to the 
first day of class and to write an in-depth analysis prior to the start of the course.    
Special Notations: 12th grade students only.  Seating limitations will give preference to the highest GPA. 

 

 

AP GOVERNMENT AND POLITICS 244 
Pathways: All ½  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Successfully complete summer work, 85% in AP US 

History or 93% in Honors US History 

Description: This Advanced Placement course is a college level Government and Politics course and has extensive 
reading and daily assignments.  This semester long course focuses on the intensive study of formal and informal 
structures of government and the processes of the American political system, with an emphasis on policy making and 
implementation.  All students are required to take the AP examination in May at their own expense.  A strong 
performance on this exam may lead to college / university credits. 
Special Notations: 12th grade students. 

 

AP MACROECONOMICS 243 
Pathways: All ½  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Successfully complete pre-course assignments, 85% in 

AP US History or 93% in Honors US History 

Description: The Advanced Placement Course is a college level macroeconomics course and has extensive reading and 
daily assignments. The purpose of an AP course in macroeconomics is to give students a thorough understanding of the 
principles of economics that apply to the economic system as a whole. Emphasis is placed on the study of national 
income and price-level determination as well as economic performance measures, the financial sector, stabilization 
policies, economic growth, and international economics. All students are required to take the AP examination in May at 
their own expense. A strong performance may led to college/university credit.  
Special Notations: 12th grade students. 

 

AP MICROECONOMICS 245 
Pathways: All ½  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Successfully complete pre-course assignments, 85% in 

AP US History or 93% in Honors US History 

Description: This Advanced Placement Course is a college level microeconomics course and has extensive reading and 
daily assignments. The purpose of an AP course in microeconomics is to give students a thorough understanding of the 
principles of economics that apply to the functions of individual decision makers, both consumers and producers, within 
the economic system. Emphasis is placed on the nature and functions of product markets, and includes the study of 
factor markets and of the role of government in promoting greater efficiency and equity in the economy. All students are 
required to take the AP examination in May at their own expense. A strong performance on this exam may lead to 
college/ university credits.  
Special Notations: 12th grade students. 
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SOCIAL STUDIES 
 
 

AP HUMAN GEOGRAPHY 236 
Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: Successfully complete summer work, 93% in U.S.  

History I or 90% in Honors U.S. History I  
 

Description: This Advanced Placement course is a college level Human Geography course and has extensive reading and 
daily assignments.  This yearlong course focuses on the distribution, processes, and effects of human populations on the 
planet. Units of study include population, migration, culture, language, religion, ethnicity, political geography, economic 
development, industry, agriculture, and urban geography. Emphasis is placed on geographic models and their applications. 
Case studies from around the globe are compared to the situation in both the United States and locally in our state.  All 
students are required to take the AP examination in May at their own expense.  A strong performance on this exam may 
lead to college / university credits. 
Special Notations: 10th grade students 

 

SOCIAL STUDIES ELECTIVES 
 

Social Studies electives may not count towards the Social Studies graduation credit requirements.  Social 

Studies electives may count as Pathway and Non-Pathway elective credits. 

 

ABNORMAL PSYCHOLOGY 256 
Pathways: HS SH ½  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: Must obtain an 85% in Psychology,  

80% in US History I and II,  World History, and  
Teacher Recommendation 

Description: This advanced level course will study the dynamics, etiology (causes), prevention and treatment of abnormal 
behavior, including the anxiety and psychosomatic disorders, depressive disorders, social and interpersonal disorders, 
psychoses, substance abuse disorders, and other abnormal personality patterns.  A combination of theory, research, and 
illustrative cases and film study is used to present course material. 
Special Notations: 11th and 12th grade students. 

 

INTRO TO CULTURAL ANTHROPOLOGY 258 
Pathways: HS SH                            ½  year, 0.5 credit  

Description: This basic level survey course presents the student with a broad introduction to the study of anthropology but 
focuses primarily on the field of cultural anthropology, a comparative study of the worlds’ people and cultures by using 
information from the natural, social, and behavioral sciences. 
Special Notations: 11th and 12th grade students 

 

7 HABITS OF HIGHLY EFFECTIVE TEENS 259 
Pathways: ALL                            ½  year, 0.5 credit  

Description: This basic level survey course will be loosely based off of Sean Coveys very successful book, The 7 Habits of 
Highly Effective Teens. The course will cover Covey’s 7 habits including being Proactive, Beginning with the End in Mind, 
Putting 1st things 1st, Thinking Win/Win, Seek First to Understand then be Understood, Synergy, and Sharpening the Saw.  
The course will also include decision making and leadership skills.  The course will include expansive use of 21st century 
technology, and 21st skills.   
Special Notations: 9th, 10th and 11th grade students 
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SOCIAL STUDIES ELECTIVES 
 

CONTEMPORARY PROBLEMS 251 
Pathways: HS SH ½  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: 80% in US History and World History, and Teacher 

Recommendation 

Description: Contemporary problem’s objective is to make the students aware of present problems and to formulate ideas 
of others. Research and the use of factual information are encouraged in forming opinions. A variety of topics are discussed 
ranging from personal to worldwide scope.  
Special Notations: 11th and 12th grade students. 

 

INTRO TO PSYCHOLOGY 260 
Pathways: BFIT HS SH ½  year, 0.5 credit  

Description: This basic level survey course will explore basic concepts and topics in psychology.  Topics studied will 
include psychological research methods, perception, altered states of consciousness, motivation and emotion, learning and 
memory, development, intelligence and personality.   
Special Notations: 11th and 12th grade students 

 

WORLD GEOGRAPHY 257 
Pathways: BFIT HS SH ½  year, 0.5 credit  

Description: This basic level survey course will provide a survey of contemporary concepts of human geography including 
geopolitics, economics, history, and culture of both the Eastern and Western Hemispheres. Attention will be focused on 
countries that are of importance to the United States. 

Western Hemisphere: The course will take a quick look at the U. S. and Canada and then study the importance of Latin 
America. 

Eastern Hemisphere: Areas of interest will be the countries of China, Japan, Korea, Vietnam and India. Some countries of 
Europe and the Middle East will also be studied. 
Special Notations: 10th, 11th and 12th grade students 

 

PSYCHOLOGY 254 
Pathways: BFIT HS SH ½  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: 80% in US History I and II, World History,  

and Teacher Recommendation 

Description: This advanced level course will explore basic concepts and topics in psychology.  Topics studied will include 
psychological research methods, perception, altered states of consciousness, motivation and emotion, learning and memory, 
development, intelligence and personality.   
Special Notations: 11th and 12th grade students 
 

 

SOCIOLOGY 252 
Pathways: HS SH ½  year, 0.5 credit Prerequisites: 80% in US History and World History, and Teacher 

Recommendation 

Description: This course concentrates on the structure of human society, the forces that affect the structure, man’s 
relationship to these structures and forces, and man’s behavior -understanding it, measuring it, interpreting it -in society. 
The course is an introduction to the principles of sociology and methods of sociological research.  
Special Notations: 11th and 12th grade students only.

FRENCH  I 511 
Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 9th graders who wish to enroll must have at least a 77% 

(final average) in 8th grade English 

Description: The student will learn to express simple conversational material in spoken and written French. Basic elements 
of grammatical construction are taught along with common, everyday vocabulary. Emphasis will be given to all four 
language skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing. The student will also be introduced to various elements of French 
culture. 

 

FRENCH  II 512 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 77% in French I or permission of instructor to enroll 

Description: A continuation of French I, this course involves the use of a more complex type of grammatical construction. 
Again, all four language skills will be emphasized. 

 

WORLD LANGUAGES 
Guidelines and Suggestions for Study 

For students pursuing entry-level employment or on-the-job training: One to two years of language study beginning 
in 11th or 12th grade. It is recommended that students have a thorough knowledge of English structures and an 
understanding of grammatical terminology. 

For students pursuing a technical education (1-3 years of training after high school): Two to three years of language 
study beginning in 10th or 11th grade. The length of study depends on the aptitude of the student and the vocation 
selected. Again, it is recommended that students have a thorough knowledge of English structures and an 
understanding of grammatical terminology. 

Levels one and two in Spanish and French are introductory world languages classes designed for the academic student 
who understands the value and importance of doing daily out-of-class preparation. These classes provide the 
foundation for further language study at the high school or port-high school level. 

For students pursuing a professional degree (4+ years of collegiate study after high school): Three to five years of 
language study beginning as soon as possible and continuing for as long as the student’s world language abilities will 
allow. 

The student with a four-year sequence is looked upon very favorably by colleges and has a greater advantage. It is also 
important to note that research has indicated a direct correlation between the number of years of world language study 
and success on S.A.T. verbal scores. 

Students who find that they have a high aptitude in languages should seriously consider studying a second world 
language during their high school career. 

It may be possible to arrange Independent Study for world language classes beyond the fourth level if student, parent, 
teacher, and administrator reach an agreement. 

The goal is for students who take a language to seamlessly connect their years of high school language study with their 
chosen post-high school endeavors. Ideally, this means continuing world language study in high school through grade 
twelve. 
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WORLD LANGUAGES 
 

FRENCH  III 513 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 77% in French II or permission of instructor to enroll 

Description: While continuing to focus on the skills established in levels I and II, this course will incorporate various aspects 
of French culture and civilization and will include an introduction to French literature. More emphasis will be placed on 
speaking and oral presentation with an ongoing study of more advanced grammatical structures. 

 

FRENCH  IV 514 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 77% in French III or permission of the instructor to enroll 

Description: In addition to the elements of French III, this course will deal with some adaptations of French classics such as 
the works of Antoine de Saint-Exupery. 

 

SPANISH  I 541 
Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 9th graders who wish to enroll must have at least a 77% 

(final average) in 8th grade English 

Description: The student will learn to express simple conversational material in spoken and written Spanish. Emphasis will 
be placed on fundamental grammar and everyday vocabulary. Activities will introduce and reinforce the essential skills of 
reading, writing, listening and speaking. The student will also be introduced to various elements of Spanish culture. 

 

SPANISH  II 542 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 77% in Spanish I or permission of the instructor to enroll 

Description: The Spanish II student will learn more complex grammatical structures and review and expand his/her 
vocabulary. Again, all four language skills will be emphasized. 

 

SPANISH  III 543 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 77% in Spanish II or permission of the instructor to enroll 

Description: In addition to grammar and vocabulary, the Spanish III student studies the lives and works of famous Spanish 
authors and artists. Students become acquainted with the history and geography of Spain. More emphasis will be placed on 
speaking at this level. 

 

SPANISH  IV 544 

Pathways: All 1 year, 1 credit Prerequisites: 77% in Spanish III or permission of the instructor to enroll 

Description: In addition to the elements of Spanish III, the Spanish IV student will complete special projects. Emphasis is 
placed on the study of Mexico, the Caribbean, Central America and South America. The level IV student will also read short 
stories and adaptations of timeless classics (such as El Cid and Don Quixote). Further development of speaking and writing 
skills is a central theme of the course.

Remediation Programs 
The PassKey program is being implemented to 
remediate in the areas of math, reading and writing. 
PassKey is a diagnostic, prescriptive software 
program for self-paced instruction. It is ideal for 
curriculum supplementation and preparation for 
standardized tests and can be customized for each 
student. 
 
Some students also utilize the Keys2Work and Study 
Island Programs, which help build skills in reading, 
writing, and math. Keys2Work provides students 
with workplace relevance by connecting skills to 
careers. It allows students to identify skills needed 
for various careers of interest and then work toward 
achieving them. Study Island provides repetitive 
practice for the PSSA and allows students to view 
their progress as they complete each exercise.  
 
In addition to remediation using the PassKey, 
Keys2Work, and Study Island programs, 
individualized and small group instruction is 
offered in math and reading to students who 
qualify. 

Math/Reading Programs 
The regular education curriculum is supplemented 
using the Saxon Math program, which teaches 
skills that range from basic calculation to concepts 
of geometry. This program allows students to 
progress according to their own individual 
abilities, and they must master a concept before 
progressing to a new concept. 
 
Reading is taught using the following programs: 
Corrective Reading, Wilson Reading, Rewards and 
Rewards Plus, and AMP. Some of these programs 
focus on instruction in decoding, others focus on 
instruction in comprehension, and some 
incorporate instruction in both areas. Reading rate, 
accuracy, and fluency are also areas that improve 
as a result of participation in these programs. 
 

 
 

 

 

 

 

SCHOOL BASED RESOURCES 
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SENIOR INTERNSHIP PROGRAM 
Students elect a partial academic and internship 
schedule (paid or unpaid) during 12th grade. This 
program allows students the opportunity to attain 
work place skills and explore various careers within 
their chosen career pathway.  Supervision is 
conducted and program guidelines are monitored 
through the Internship Coordinator in the Business 
Department. 
 
Program guidelines include: 
 

1. Any senior, who enters 12th grade and is a 
candidate for graduation is eligible to 
participate in the program. Parental consent 
and school approval is also required in order 
to qualify for the program. 

2. Students participating in the program will 
receive ½ credit for each semester enrolled 
therein, but not to exceed a total of 1 credit for 
the school year. All participants of the program 
must be able to meet all mentoring site  
requirements as well as the Senior Internship 
Program guidelines in order to remain in the 
program. This includes students who are 
involved in extracurricular activities. 

3. Any student who fails a subject required for 
graduation will be placed on probation after 
the first marking period. This student may 
continue in the program until the end of the 
first semester. At that time any student failing 
a subject needed for graduation will be taken 
out of the program and brought back to school 
on a full-time basis. In addition, at no time 
may a student begin the Senior Internship 
Program who has failed a subject from the 
previous marking period. 

Distance Learning Opportunities:
