EXCUSES
If your child is absent from school, a note must be presented upon their return to school.  If they are absent for three or more consecutive days, within three days a doctor’s note must be sent to school explaining the absence. Please make sure you ask your child’s doctor for an excuse.

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LATE STUDENTS

Parents are reminded that students who are late for school MUST be brought to the office. Parents should not drop the child off and assume they will find their classroom on their own. It is the responsibility of the adult that brought the child to school to sign the child in at the office. District policy prohibits parents from walking their children to their classrooms.  Students that are NOT signed in by an adult will be marked absent that day.  Students must be in their classrooms by 8:30 to be on time.  The rear parent doors lock automatically at 8:30 am.
DISMISSAL TIMES

Dismissal time for car riders is 3:13 PM.  It is very important that your child be picked up on time, everyday.  If your child normally rides the bus, but is being picked up at the end of the school day, a note must be sent to the office that day.  If you are running late, arrangements to have your child picked up must be made.  Students who are not picked up promptly at 3:13 cause undue stress to the child and prohibit our faculty and staff from arriving promptly at meetings and staff training programs.

ITEMS FROM HOME

Please remind your child that no items are to be brought from home. This includes cell phones, iPods, MP3 players, toys, electronic games (gameboys, etc.), radios, walkmen, CD players, sports equipment, and trading cards (baseball cards, Poke`mon cards, etc.) These items are not permitted at school. Also, please do not send flowers and balloons to your children at school. They are a distraction to the educational setting and will be held in the office for parents to pick up at their convenience. This also applies to pets of any kind for show and tell or any other reason.  There are to be NO pets brought to school at anytime.  We appreciate your support in this matter. 
ARRIVAL TIMES

School doors do not open until 8:00 AM. If you bring your child, please do not have them here before this time. With the cold weather coming, we do not want to see the students getting ill because they are standing out in the cold.

BUS CHANGES and MESSAGES 

TO STUDENTS

Please make arrangements with your child BEFORE they leave for school in the morning if there are going to be any changes in their after- school plans.  If a student is normally a bus rider, a note MUST be sent to school to inform us of any changes.  According to district policy, students must ride the same bus on a daily basis.  Students MAY NOT change busses to go home with a friend or relative.  WE WILL NOT HONOR PHONE REQUESTS FOR CHANGES.  
It is also quite difficult to get messages to students at the end of the day.  Please make these arrangements ahead of time.  We will not pass messages on to students at the last minute.  Unless a note is received, the student will be directed to follow the normal after-school routine.
FROM THE REID NURSE:
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Attention Parents of Kindergarten Students:

Please return completed immunization records, and physical and dental examination forms.  Physical examinations will be conducted October 27, 2011 by Dr. John Muscalus.  These exams are for students who have not returned the documentation of a private physical examination. This is a state-required examination for all students entering school for the first time. Dental examinations will begin later this fall.

Attention Parents of Third Grade Students:

The Pennsylvania Department of Health requires all students in third grade to have a dental examination.  Forms were distributed last spring to all second grade students for this required exam.  Please return all completed forms to the school nurse.  Dental examinations will be conducted later this fall for any student who has not been seen by their own dentist.
MOBILE DENTIST RETURNS TO REID!

The Mobile Dentist program will be returning to Middletown Schools Dec. 12, 13th and 14th, 2011.  This program is for students who do not see a dentist on a regular basis. The program offers exams, cleanings, fluoride, x-rays, and sealants.  Medicaid, CHIP, and other insurances are accepted. If your child does not have insurance, they may still receive care at a reduced cost or without a fee.  Forms will be distributed soon.  If you have questions, please contact your school nurse.

Does your child’s backpack

make the grade?
Do you know how much weight your child should carry in their backpack? A child’s backpack should not weigh more than 10-15% of their body weight.  For example, a 60-pound child should carry no more than 6-9 pounds in their backpack.  Many children carry bags that are too heavy.  Excess weight causes strain on backs and shoulders. Help your child learn to pack wisely and carry only what is necessary in their backpacks.
ADMINISTERING MEDICATION AT SCHOOL

In order for the school nurse to administer prescription or non-prescription medication during the school day, your child’s physician and a parent/guardian must sign a student medication card. Student medication cards are available in the Nurse’s Office. Please contact the school nurse with questions.
